On the 15th of May 2006, the Holy Father sent to the Society a hand-written 
letter on the occasion of the golden jubilee of the HAURIETIS AQUAS 
Encyclical of Pope Pius XII, urging believers to open their hearts to the 
mystery of God and His love.   
We listen to a passage of Pope Benedict’s letter: 

The Redeemer’s pierced side is the true source to which the Encyclical 
Haurietis Aquas refers to. We must draw on this source to attain true 
knowledge of Jesus Christ and experience his love more deeply. We may 
thus understand better the significance of knowing in Jesus Christ, God’s 
love, experiencing it through keeping our gaze fixed on Him, to the point of 
living completely on the experience of His love, in order to then be able to 
bear witness to it to other people. In fact, to quote an expression of my 
predecessor John Paul II, ‘close to the Heart of Christ, the human heart 
learns to know the true and only sense of life and his own destiny, to 
understand the value of an authentically Christian life, to be ware of certain 
perversions of the heart, to unite filial love for God with love for his 
neighbour. Thus - and this is the true reparation the Saviour’s Heart 
requires - it will be possible to build the civilization of the Heart of Christ on 
the ruins accumulated by hatred and violence’.
